Keep “giving bags” on hand with protein bars,
bottled water, personal care items, socks, hats,
mittens, etc. Give $5 and $10 gift cards for food
and personal care items. Give 2-1-1 cards and other
information about local shelters and services.

Give a smile, a handshake, help and hope.

2-1-1is available 24/7/365, helping
quickly connect to help of all kinds, from housing
support to financial assistance.
