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On any given
night in Saginaw,
there are about
360 individuals
experiencing
homelessness. Many
of them are single
women, often with
young children in tow, living in their cars, moving
from one friend’s couch to another’s, or even sleeping on the

street. Mustard Seed Shelter offers these women temporary shelter
from the weather, a clean bed, warm meals, a shower, a comforting
hug and a chance to “unpack” their life stories and begin to piece their
lives back together. Guests are connected with necessary medical,
psychological and substance abuse treatment, as well as education
and employment resources and government housing grants for those

who qualify.

The main goal of Mustard Seed Shelter is simple
- to welcome women who are broken in spirit
and to show them love, mercy and compassion
as we guide them toward self-sufficiency. At
the same time, we provide a safe, stable home
environment for our guests’ children, helping
to break the cycle of poverty.
